Students at this level should show
virtuosity in performance, a high
standard of technique and a sound
knowledge and understanding of the
genre, including an understanding of

reference and context.

Students should display a sense

of self-awareness and be self-
motivated in terms of their personal
development. A greater degree of
personal interpretation is encouraged
and the student is expected to

show the potential to communicate

effectively with an audience.
Students need to show qualities of
professionalism, commitment and
focus with the ability to manage a

greater workload.

The Recreational Stream continues
to build the skills to condition the
physical body for all styles of dance

in a fun and expressive creative



space. This stream offers a range of learning opportunities and
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intellectual sensibilities.

The students learn about co-operation and develop an understanding
of the shaping of movement into artistic forms of expression.
